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Summary: The purpose of this paper is to reveal Biodiversity Offsets and Biodiversity Banking in International Society that
consists of several countries and international organizations, to make unified principle of Biodiversity Offsests. The following
results were obtained: First, Biodiversity Offsets has been introduced into “54countries” and Biodiversity Banking has been
introduced“ 6 countries” , “11 countries” studies on feasibility of biodiversity banking system. Secondly, Convention on Biological
Diversity recommends Biodiversity Offsets to contracting parties to involve business parties in conserving biodiversity. Thirdly,
Biodiversity Offsets institution is able to show clearly reasons, methods, time, distance, subjects, quantity, and quality. Thus, it
